What you need to know:

e Registration will open June 19 and close on July 19.
o U6 minis - capped at 12 Saturday & 12 Sunday.
o Ski Academy - guaranteed spots for 9, will consider more if we GKHAT can make
it work.
o Kimberly race fees included in U10 registration fees. Last season there were 52
GKHATer at this race and we hope for another large contingent this season.

GKHAT will continue to offer 2-day programming (U8-U16) with the huge discount of 50% on the
second day. Last season we had 21 multi-day athletes as young as U8 and all the way up to
U16. The benefits to training 2-days a week are many! Some include:

e SIGNIFICANT improvement: when your athlete trains 2 days a week on snow, the
development we have seen in the past is massive.
